Lyophilized from sterile PBS, 0.6% Triton X-100,
7% Trehalose, 6% Mannitol, pH 7.4

1. 5 % trehalose and mannitol are added as
protectants before lyophilization.

Usage Guide
Storage

Store it under sterile conditions at -20°C to -80°C.
It is recommended that the protein be aliquoted
for optimal storage. Avoid repeated freeze-thaw
cycles.

Reconstitution

It is recommended that 1 ml sterile water be
added to the vial to prepare a stock solution.
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
